Blessed is the coming kingdom of our father David!  Hosanna in the highest! 

Mark 11:9-10 

The thing you must remember as you read through the Bible, is God’s
purpose in giving us this book.   God’s purpose, you understand, is not to tell you 
more about ‘you.’    It is to tell you more about Christ!  He did not move heaven 
and earth to provide you with a little advice for how you can have your best life 
now or improve your situation here on earth.  He did it to reveal Christ to you so 
that through Him you might gain eternal life.  That’s the focus of the Bible. 
Christ, not you!   And that makes all the difference in the world.

It’s why we call it Gospel – Good news!   Because it’s not about you and 
what you must do to make yourself acceptable, or to get ahead in life.  My friend, 
you have failed at that!  Instead, it an announcement about Christ and what He 
has done to rescue moral and spiritual failures like us!   It is not until you realize 
that, that you are on your way to understanding Christianity!

This morning, we’ll watch as Jesus begins to take control of the 
circumstances leading up to his crucifixion in order to fulfill ancient prophesy 
and thus make crystal clear that He really is God’s Messiah and therefore the 
One we can trust with our lives and eternities as well.  May God gives us eyes to 
see and hearts to believe as we watch His truth unfold.
